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At the end of February, there were 234,700 unemployed job applicants registered at the employment
offices, i.e. 36,300 less than a year ago. Compared with January, the number of unemployed job
applicants decreased by 9,100. Unemployment decreased from the previous year in the areas of al
Employment and Economic Development Centres. The number of placements through the training and
subsidized measures of the labour administration increased by 9,000 since February the previous year.

In February, there were 10,500 laid-off workers among the unemployed, i.e. 700 more than in January.
Since February the previous year, the number of lay-offs decreased by 2,500. There were 1,300 job
applicants on short week, this being 300 less than the previous year.

During February, 59,200 new vacancies were reported to the employment offices, i.e. 7,500 more than in
February the previous year. In al, the number of open vacancies at the employment offices amounted to
105,100 in February. Of the vacancies, 37,900 were filled during February, 14,700 of them through the
employment offices. At the end of February, there were still 66,400 open vacancies at the employment
offices, up 10,700 on the previous year.

Of the unemployed job applicants, 126,500 (54%) were men and 108,100 (46%) women. Since January,
unemployment among men decreased by 3,300 and among women by 5,800. Compared with February a
year ago, unemployment among men decreased by 21,200 (-14%) and among women by 15,100 (-12%).

At the end of February, the number of unemployed job applicants under 25 years of age amounted to
23,500. This is 4,400 less than in February a year ago. Youth unemployment decreased by 2,400 since
January. Unemployed job applicants under 20 years of age numbered 4,500. Unemployed job applicants
over 50 years of age amounted to 92,400, down 8,100 on the previous year. Unemployed job applicants
over 55 years of age numbered 65,100, down 3,800 on the previous year.

At the end of February, the number of long-term unemployed who had been unemployed without
interruption for more than a year amounted to 56,600, down 13,500 on the previous year. Of these,
persons unemployed without interruption for more than two years numbered 27,100, down 3,300 on the
previous year.

At the end of February, the number of persons covered by training and subsidized employment measures
arranged by the labour administration amounted to 94,300, up 9,000 on the previous year. Compared with
January, the number of measures increased by 5,000. In all, 3.6% of the labour force was covered by
these measures.

At the end of February, the number of people placed under employment subsidy measures arranged by the
labour administration was 41,000, up 4,600 on the previous year. Of these placements, 4% were in
government jobs, 26% in local government jobs and 70% in the private sector. Since February the
previous year, the number of placements in government jobs had increased by 21%, in local government
jobs by 5%, and in the private sector by 15%

At the end of February, labour market training was attended by 34,500 students, up 3,600 on the previous
year. During February, 8,400 new students started |abour market training.
